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	Description:

Tall, evergreen tree, bark smooth, except butt up to 4 m, peeling in long, thin strips to expose a powdery, white, grey-white or blue-grey surface. Leaves: dark green and glossy above, paler below. Flowers: cream Fruits: capsules, pear-shaped, 7-10 mm long, with protruding valves that arch inwards.  
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Important aspects of Biology:

Eucalyptus species coppice vigorously so treatments must include the use of chemicals to ensure that the root 

stock is killed.  The inset picture shows the result of numerous slashing treatments without the use of herbicide.  

	Planning: 
In the plantation conservation areas the most commonly found Eucalyptus are young seedlings, coppice bushes 

and clumps of large mature Eucalyptus.  Some species of Eucalyptus are hardier and more difficult to kill, in 

particular clonal hybrids, such as E. grandis x E camaldulensis which have a thicker outer bark layer.  These are 

a problem in commercial areas converted to conservation.  The most  effective method is to treat the stump at 
harvesting.  If this is not possible the stump must be stripped of coppice shoots and frilled.  

Followup foliar sprays will be required.  

	Mondi Prescribed Treatments:

Cut stump/Frill treatment: Preferred treatment.  Herbicide must be applied within 5 minutes of cutting the stem for treatment to be a success.  
Foliar spraying:  Used for young seedlings and small coppice.  May not be effective against hardier clones. Experience in Iswepe has shown that wetters can improve effectiveness of herbicide against hardier species.  
Large mature eucalyptus:   Cut stump.  Chainsaw operators should be used to fell these trees and treat the stump immediately after felling.  Ring barking/ring barking with herbicide/Frilling for mature Eucalyptus is not recommended as this method has a low success rate.
